Scope (per RFP/directives received by ProLogis):
See attached dwg's, and also:
GENERAL
- this project will take place in a vacant space
- electrical service increase to 4,000 amps, 480-volt, 3-phase
- carry $7,500 for tenant exterior building mounted signage 
 
SITE
- new fencing to match existing in height and type (black vinyl clad chain link)
- gates across fire lanes to be motorized, and include 2-way opticom system for fire department travel
- new guard house, carry $65,000 allowance for guard house
- paving modifications at South side of building to be an alternate price (see alternate A2 below)
 
WAREHOUSE
- existing heat systems and/or ventilation systems to remain
- new pin weld R-19 white insulation
- battery charge area for 90 forklifts (double-stacked), 480-volt 20-amp (customer using Multi-Shifter multi-level setup)
- assume battery charge area to be on south wall, starting in southeast corner and going westward
- ventilation/exhaust per City and code for battery charge area
- epoxy floor at battery charge area, assume 2,700 SF
- floor drain(s) with underslab neutralization tank(s) for battery charge area
- eyewash station(s) for battery charge area, hard piped
- hose bib for water near battery charge area
- existing warehouse lights to have motion sensors added to each fixture, except at staging bays
- warehouse lights in staging bays to be switched
- double-row yellow protective guardrails to surround office areas, and also the battery charge area, assume 300 LF for battery charge area only 
- quad 120v outlets to be at every other column in warehouse
- add roof-mounted exhaust fans to achieve 2 air changes per hour, interlocked with new wall-mounted louvers
- paint warehouse columns yellow from floor to 12' AFF
- paint warehouse walls white
- new scrubber dump area, at southeast corner, with 10" drain and strainer per City and code, assume this to be an 8x8 area, with 3-sided CMU enclosure, assume 24 LF of CMU, assume 32" high for CMU wall, assume epoxy coating on floor and 8" up on the insides of the CMU wall
 
DOCK PACKAGES
- all 9x10 OH doors to have dock seals, Serco S-700 (or equal); 40 oz fabric; assume 77 total positons
- all 9x10 OH doors to have dock leveler, Serco HLR 8700 (or equal); 35,000 lb capacity; 7'-0" x 8'-0"; assume 77 total positions
- the existing 11 levelers to be replaced with new, using above mentioned levelers
- all 9x10 OH doors to have trailer restraints, Serco SL-2060 electric Safety-Loc (or equal); restraining force 20,000 lbs
- (if possible) the OH doors and levelers to be interlocked so that levelers will not function unless OH door is fully raised
- all leveler positions to have two bumpers Serco VB420-11 (or equal)
- all leveler positions to have articulating lights Phoenix DL-150/INC-LH (or equal), with articulating arm, hard wired into control panel (not an duplex outlet)
- all leveler positions to have swing arm fans and dock lights
- quad 120v outlets to be at every other leveler position
 
FOOD GRADE
- 18" sanitary stripe around warehouse interior perimeter
- 18" gravel rodent control strip around warehouse exterior perimeter at all non-paved areas
- existing warehouse lights to be modified (if possible) to meet food grade requirement (adding covers/lenses, shatter-proof lamps, etc)
- all floor joints to have MM80 joint filler in the space
- screens on new ventilation louvers
- dock packages to have seals/brushes as needed for food grade
 
OFFICE
- ***the finishes requested by customer are different than what the plan shows***
- ceramic tile and base at reception area, hallways, breakrooms, and restrooms
- carpet at offices, open office areas, and conference rooms
- (per the customer) "concrete high gloss sealed floor" at warehouse restrooms, warehouse breakroom, and shipping office
- ceiling tile to be 2nd look 2x4, to achieve a 2x2 appearance
- IT room to have its own air conditioning system, with an oversized t-stat activated exhaust fan also included as backup
- new blinds at storefront 
 
Alternate Pricing (supplemental to those already identified on dwg's, if any)
- A1, new generator at exterior, near electrical service (East side), intended to backup warehouse lights and keep office areas fully functional
- A2, paving modifications at South side of building (note that fire hydrants and light poles might need to relocate also)
